OSHA Standard 29 CFR 1910.151 

“In the absence of an infirmary, clinic or hospital in 
close proximity to the workplace, as person or persons 
shall be adequately trained to render first aid. If an 
employee is expected to render first aid as part of their 
job duties ...the employer shall provide annual training 
for each employee with occupational exposure in 
accordance with the requirements.

Three categories of first aid training are needed, and all 
industries fall into one of these categories. Establishing 
a CPR/AED program at all worksites ensures all 
employees are protected in case of a potential life-
threatening situation. “
